COMMUNITY EVENTS

Rock salt is traditionally used 
by home owners to reduce ice 
formation on driveways and front 
door steps. However, this releases 
large amounts of chemicals into the 
environment. As ice and snow melt, 
these chemicals fl ow into surface 

and ground water, damaging surrounding vegetation and 
water systems. Experts recommend using Calcium Chloride 
over Sodium Chloride (rock salt) which is as effective in low 
temperatures and is applied in much smaller quantities. 
Using colour tinted deicers is another great way to monitor 
usage, allowing you to see where it has been applied to 
eliminate overuse. Following these tips will help reduce the 
amount of harmful chemicals reaching the environment 
during the winter season.
