On December 21st, 2009 Town Council adopted its 2010 Business Plan and Budget, 
with a 1.4% property tax rate increase.

This year’s $30 million gross budget includes leveraging approximately $5 million of 
funds from Federal and Provincial Economic Stimulus programs. 

The 2010 Business Plan and Budget includes the following key initiatives for the 
year:
     • Adoption and implementation of the Town’s Offi cial Plan, further establishing    
       East Gwillimbury as a progressive leader in sustainable growth management 
     • Expansion of sidewalk snow clearing program to include the entire municipality
     • Signifi cant retrofi t of the East Gwillimbury Sports Complex, including upgrades    
       to accessibility, dressing rooms and rebuilding the east pad ice surface (funded  
       through Economic Stimulus grants)
    • Proposed construction of a splash pad in the Holland Landing community with  
       public consultation to determine location and features.

The 1.4% increase equates to an annual increase of $18 for the average home. East 
Gwillimbury is one of the lowest taxed jurisdictions in Ontario, consistently maintaining 
Town costs and tax rates aligned with infl ation.
