Class Environmental Assessment Study for a New Operations Centre
The Town of East Gwillimbury has initiated a Class Environmental Assessment
study (Class EA) for a proposed operations centre. This study is being conducted
as a Schedule ‘C’ project in accordance with the Class EA process, which is an
approved process under the Environmental Assessment Act.

It is anticipated that the existing operations centre will not adequately meet
the future needs of the Town to meet population growth projections. A facility
is required by the Town to accommodate projected growth and ensure that
the Town’s infrastructure and current levels of service can be maintained or
enhanced as the Town moves forward.

An important part of the Class EA process is consultation with agency and
public stakeholders. The first PIC will provide a description of the problems/
opportunities, discuss the need and justification for a new operations centre,
provide documentation of existing environmental conditions within the study
area and assess alternative solutions.

The study area encompasses the entire Town of East Gwillimbury until the next
phase of the study.

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SMOKE TESTING SEWER LINES
Town of East Gwillimbury, in conjunction with The
Regional Municipality of York, is conducting “Smoke
Testing” in the south-east part of Holland Landing area
(see the map on website).
It will take 2-3 working days to finish the “Smoke
Testing” project. We propose to conduct testing within
the week of November 16, 2009. Testing hours will be
from 9:00am to 4:30pm. Two weeks before we proceed
testing, “Smoke Testing” brochure will be delivered to
each home located in the testing area. Approximately
two days before testing, “Smoke Testing” Door Knocker
with the specific testing date(s) and hours will be hand-
delivered to each home in the testing area.
A “SMOKE TEST” survey assists our inspection crews
to locate breaks, defects and potentially inappropriate
connections in the sewer system. The smoke that you
may see coming from the vent stacks on houses or
holes in the ground is:
* NON-TOXIC e WHITE TO GRAY IN COLOUR
* NON-STAINING < CREATES NO FIRE HAZARD
* HAS NO ODOUR
The smoke should not enter your home unless you
have defective plumbing or dry drain traps. Prior to the
test it is advisable to run taps for a short time and pour
two to three cups of water into all drains (don’t forget
your basement floor drains).
What should | do if smoke gets into the house?
Do not be alarmed. Open windows, turn on exhaust
fans and note the location of the smoke. The smoke will
dissipate in a few minutes. Contact the Town or speak
to one of the crew members conducting the test.

If any individual in your home or
business has respiratory problems and is immobile,
please notify us at 905-478-4282 ext 1259 prior to
testing.
