THINKING GREEN!

When completing a home retrofit, there are a

number of ways to improve the efficiency of your

home; upgrades specifically designed to reduce
heat loss can be very beneficial. Adding insulation to a home is an
excellent example; it can significantly improve and maintain internal
temperatures. The attic, basement and empty frame walls of a
home are three areas that often require the addition of insulation.
For example, if an attic has less than 150 mm (6 in.) of insulation, it
is useful to have more added; you should also check to ensure that
the attic has been properly sealed prior to the insulation. Basements
can account for 20 to 35 percent of a home’s total heat loss and
frame walls can account for 10 to 30 percent. Having these areas
of your home inspected and insulated can significantly reduce the
amount of heat escaping your home.
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
